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The Sidney Central School Alumni Association (SCSAA) 

recently announced an unprecedented major fundraising 

project to sell 500 raffle tickets for the chance of winning 

deeded ownership to an exclusive Marriott Timeshare 

Vacation Property.

The resort property, located between Newport Beach and 

Laguna Beach, and near many  world famous vacation 

destinations, overlooks the Pacific Ocean and Crystal 

State Beach with the beautiful Pelican Hill Golf Course 

meandering around and amongst the buildings and struc-

tures of this fantastic Tuscan inspired resort property.

It all began in 1988 when the Class of 1937 recre-

ated their 50th Reunion celebration and invited 

everyone who had ever graduated from SHS to 

join them.

Our first Alumni Reunion Weekend took place in 

July 1999 (the weekend that included the third 

Sunday of July to  be exact) and consisted of two 

eventsðan Alumni Golf Tournament with 32 

participants  on Friday and the luncheon on Sun-

day. We had only a few classes attend but the 

word had spread that July in Sidney would never 

be the same.  

 

Tom Rettberg remembers ñ1999 because it was my class 

of ô64ôs thirty-fifth reunion and  I was the emcee of the 

All Alumni Luncheon that year. For the first time we 

were able to award two scholarships to deserving seniors 

in the class of 1999.ò The scholarships were fully funded 

by the proceeds from the golf tournament and remain so 

to this day.  

 

We held the luncheon in the High School Gym and 

hosted nearly 300 people despite a sizzling hot day inside 

and out.  

 

One of the goals of the newly formed SCSAA was to 

make sure that the income garnered by bringing Alumni 

back to Sidney would be shared by various venues in the 

area. With that in mind we have held our Friday and Sat-

urday night Socials at many different places including the 

Roller Skating Rink, the Sidney Golf and Country Club, 

Gavinôs, the American Legion  and many others. The 

social evenings for Alumni Weekend, 2008 will be held, 

for the first time, at the Sidney VFW. 

 

In the year 2000, we decided to celebrate the Millennium 

by taking a group picture in Sidney during that yearôs 

Reunion Weekend. A few hundred Sidneyites and Sidney 

Alumni gathered by the Library on a very rainy day to 

have their photo taken. That year we also instituted the 

March of the Classes. There were some very hardy 

marchersðled by the Class of ó59 who were celebrating 

their 41st Reunion.
